Caregiver stress may decrease. The ongoing use of music is encouraged and meaningful intergenerational relationships may ensue.

How do you describe the initiative?

The Alive Inside Foundation movement is an educational, human service learning opportunity designed to create an empathy revolution across the country and the world.  

Blooming Memories Thru Music has created a pilot program to recruit 100% volunteers with young adults, service organizations, schools and community leaders. Our outreach focuses on building intergenerational relationships by inspiring young adults to adopt an elder with Alzheimer’s and build a bridge between generations.

The Alive Inside methodology is uniquely different from any other movements, groups or programs that offer music to those living with Alzheimer’s and brain disorders.  

Blooming Memories Thru Music offers free music sessions to elders living in private residences as families choose to age in place. In certain circumstances, as elders are moved to specialty Alzheimer’s centers, we serve them.

Alive Inside Foundation does not reach out to health care professionals or senior living facilities of any kind. 

To clarify the other services in Monroe County we honor the work of Daniel Cohen, the social worker, featured in the documentary Alive Inside. Mr. Cohen has been very successful branding the term “Music & Memory”. He offers certification for health care workers with a goal to encourage the long-term care Administrators to offer music therapy for all their residents using IPods. There are several Music & Memory Certified Therapists working in local long term care facilities and memory care centers.

We hope for sleek and crisp and more contemporary font in upper and lower case.

We will be using a light bluish teal color and dark blue fonts instead of black on our images. I have not decided on a font for the logo, but expect that it will be a semi circle to balance the headset arch using Blooming Memories Thru Music as our title. I suggested we are focusing on memories so the word Memories is best as a larger font than the other three words and hopefully centered under the headset.
